In
addition, it handles an inheritance law providing the succession matter of property
due to the death of an inheritor. In other words, it introduces who will be an
inheritor when the inheritor dies, how much inheritance it would have, and how it
would be rescued from the infringement of the inheritance from others, and what

the will and the reserve would be.

LAW4011 L3t Labor and Employment Law

Labour law (also known as employment or labor law) is the body of laws,
administrative rulings, and precedents which address the legal rights of, and
restrictions on, working people and their organizations. As such, it mediates many
aspects of the relationship between trade unions, employers and employees. There
are two broad categories of labour law. First, collective labour law relates to the
relationship between employer and union. Second, individual labour law concerns

employees' rights at work and through the contract for work.

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This is a course examining into tort as the representative legal relation of legal
credit relation providing that in a certain case, credit relation exists by a legal
provisions and office management and unfair enrichment, having law students
understand the occurrence causes of credit systematically. And this looks into a
claim of damages as establishment requirement and effect of tort and concretely
looks over special torts such as vicarious liability, liability for manufactured
products and joint tort liability etc. and torts under special laws such as liability
for environmental pollution, liability for medical malpractice and product liability

etc..

LAW4114 =214 International Human Rights Law

This course aims to study several international human rights law and the history of
human rights, UDHR, the nature of human rights on the obligations of all states to
observe and promote human rights, the enforcement mechanisms to protect human

rights and various legal cases on human rights.
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LAW4125 R|HfR}=|H Local Government Act
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This course examines the system of local autonomy in light of administrative law
and constitutional law. The topics include the organization and power of local
governments, the relationship between local governments and residents, the

relationships between local governments and the state or other local governments.

LAW4135 GHHH Security law
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Securities guaranteed collection debt are divided into real right granted by way of
security using the power of disposal and personal security using claim-obligation
relationship of ownership. Real right granted by way of security is for receiving
prior payment from the debtor's specific property, which includes as stipulated at
Civil Code as a lien, the right of pledge and mortgage and securities as stipulated
at special acts for chattel mortgage, security for claim and mortgage of transfer
etc. Personal security is a system guaranteeing the realization of credit by
expanding the scope of the debtor's liability property, which contains surety
obligations, joint obligation, untrue joint obligation, invisible obligation and
assumption of debt etc. The lecture on security act aims at grasping all types of

legal means facilitating the guarantee of collection of credit and stability of

transactions by understanding these kinds of security systems with accuracy.
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LAW4133 JHmzAS Constitutional Case Practice
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This course is designed to train students with basic Knowledge of the constitution
in order to have abilities to solve constitutional cases. Therefore, in this course
students learn methods to solve constitutional cases extracted from the three
representative areas of the constitutional domain, namely the constitutional general
rules, fundamental rights and government structure.

Judicial Precedents in Criminal

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This subject deals with Supreme Court’s precedents about the major contents and
issues of criminal procedure law and examines them critically in the perspective of
the relevant theories and discussions, and hereby develops the ability to solve the

problems raised practically in the criminal procedure.
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LAW4140 =A|AA|H International Economic Law
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In the contemporary World, the World Trade Organization is playing a pivotal role
in international economic order. And this course aims not only to enhance the
basic knowledge of the rules and principles governing international trade in the
light of the WTO Agreements but also to foster a critical understanding of key
issues in the WTO multilateral trading system. (In particular, during the course the
students will be demanded to explore how the WTO rules impact on governments,
business, and individuals and to be enforced their capacities of strategic analysis

and application in an international trade environment.)

LAW4144 tHAfe|sH Sociology of Law
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Sociology of Law is an area that investigates scientifically the mutual relation
between law and society. In this course, the effect of legal changes upon society,
as well as the effect of social changes upon legal system, will be studied on the
basis of sociological theories and historical cases. Again, the social reality of
dispute resolution mechanisms and legal professionals will be analysed with various

empirical data.
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LAW4145 AH Tax Law
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This course offers introduction to national income tax law covering classification of

tax payers, attribution of income, expense deductions, tax accounting, etc.

LAW4147 Is{A}st Victimology
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As modern jurisprudence makes more of victim's perspective, study on victims has
very important significance. Accordingly, this subject deals with the concept of
victim(especially victim of crime), the biological and sociological characteristics of
victims, the roles of victims in the stage of crimes occurrence, the interactions
between offenders and victims, and establishes the position of victims in judicial

procedure and seeks the solution to protect the victims.
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Law and Economics, known as Economics of law, studies relations between legal order
and market order. Economic theory will be applied to various legal institutions such as
property, contract, tort, punishment, corporation, and labor relations to obtain reasonable

legal policies.

LAW2069 JFHZIE=E Particulars of Criminal Law
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This subject treats in connection with general theories of criminal law the crimes
which violate the legal benefits(the individual, social and national ones), especially
focused on the interpretative theories and relevant precedents of the elements of

crimes and their problems.

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Introduction to the role and function of international law following the changing
international relations of the global society

LAW4157 OQIAfL S Civil Procedure
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Review the critical issues on the law of civil procedure. Discussions are centered
on the following main topics; organization of courts, ability and regulation of
parties, cause of action, law of evidence, judgement and res judicata, appellate
procedure. It coordinates as the Code of Civil Procedure focusing on Law of Civil
Execution newly enacted about the execution procedure of the final real present
stage of a right, and carries out systematic and synthetic research and

examination.
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LAW2072 IntroductiontoU.S.Law IntroductiontoU.S.Law
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This course is an introductory course on American law, which designed to cover
the basics of American law study. This class provides contents introduction to U.S.
Law which generally covers in the Master of Legal Studies in the law schools in
the United States. To be specific, this course is consisted with an overview of the
US legal system and major contents of a total of seven U.S. laws(Constitutional
Law, Civil Procedure, Contract, Tort, Property, Criminal Law, Criminal Procedure

Law) are covered, and major cases related to each content are studied.

LAW4159 SustainableDevelopmentLaw SustainableDevelopmentLaw
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This class aims to address details on the 17 Sustainable Development Goals
(SDGs) with 169 sub-objectives which were adopted by the United Nations in 2015
as the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development. Each class will analyze every
goal from a legal perspective, which is an urgent call for action by all countries -
developed and developing — in a global partnership. Also, this class will tackle ESG
business. All of 15 weeks will be dedicated to help student understand the future
challenges that mankind is facing and the ways to solve them from a legal

perspective.
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Media Law can be said to be a law that regulates journalistic activities and media
organizations. Media law includes substantive law, which is a law that establishes
legal requirements for the content of media activities and matters related to their
protection or regulation, and procedural law, which is a procedural law to realize
this. Substantive laws include the Constitution, Civil Law, Criminal Law, Press
Arbitration Act, Newspaper Act, Broadcasting Act, and Military Secrets Protection
Act. Procedural laws include the Civil Procedure Act, Media Arbitration Act, and

Criminal Procedure Act.

LAW2073 IntroductiontoWesternLaw IntroductiontoWesternLaw

Western law comprises the legal traditions of Western culture, with roots in Roman
law and canon law. Just as Western culture shares Greco-Roman classical and
Renaissance cultural influences, so too does its legal system. Western law is
virtually identical to European law. Here, you learn the basics of French law,

German law, and British law.
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This course focuses on new intellectual property rights and their protective scope
emerging as a new topic amidst rapidly growing improvement of high-tech
industries, industrial copyrights, informative property and trade secret. The purpose
of this course is to provide a set of conceptional framework of legal protection,
relief ways and intellectual property policies on various issues.

Each student is expected to participate fully in class discussions and other
activities. Many brief presentations will be done by individual students, as well as
small teams. During this time opportunities are provided to explored more deeply
the topics addressed in class. Creative mind is always important to the quality of
the course.
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
