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Introduction to Buddhist Studies familiarizes students with areas that Buddhist Studies
currently covers - a study of Buddhist doctrine based on Buddhist ideas, history of
Buddhism that deals with the development of Buddhism and applied Buddhist studies that
have improved by linking to various issues important in modern society. This class also
introduces students to research findings and regional development of Buddhism in India,
China, Korea and Japan and explores the future of Buddhist Studies.

BIS2003 QIEO|x5t
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Philosophy and Culture in India
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This lecture aims at understanding Philosophy and Culture originated from India. through
the social and cultural background. It will follow the origin and development of Indian
thought including Indian Buddhism through examining the social, political, literary, and
artistic background.

BIS2004 M<ejo|sf Study of Seon[Chan/Zen]
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Students will understand the concept of and major ideas of Seon. Students will analyze the
meaning of Seon through a study

of Seon history and the culture of East-Asian Chan(Seon). Students will also study the
present temple-stay programs which are widely offered in Korea and other countries.




BIS2006 SustE Budahist Classical Chinese
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This course aims at improving students' reading ability of Buddhist classical Chinese. In
this course, we read some Buddhist texts written in classical Chinese, focusing its grammar
and syntax.

BIS2008 QIEEuWA} History of Indian Buddhism
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The origin, development, and decline of Indian Buddhism ; historical outline of general
Indian Buddhism : to focus on easy and exact understanding of Indian Buddhism that is
origin of Buddhism.

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Chinese Buddhism has developed with one of the enormous mountain ranges in Chinese
Thoughts. This course surveys the historical and cultural background of Chinese Buddhism
which became the mental anchor to Chines people during 2,000 years in their history. It
helps students to understand the original position of Chinese Buddhism, not the serial of
Indian Buddhism. In particular, students will focus on their study that Chinese Buddhism
had influences on politics, economy, culture and the whole society in China.

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Korean Buddhism, which treats Indian Buddhism and Chinese Buddhism subjectively, is a
'localized Buddhism' and one vehicle Buddhism or one Mahayana Buddhism beyond
Mahayana and Hinayana. Korean Buddhism has become the unique philosophy and culture
of Korea while forming 'national Buddhism' in the era of Sinra and 'Korean Buddhism in the
era of Goryeo after the process of 'physical synthesis'(mix) and 'chemical osmosis'(boiling).
It played a pivotal role to overcome national crisis wisely by cultivating the foundation of
independent Buddhism in the era of Joseon and it conformed its new position as a center
of national culture in the era of Daechan. The purpose of this lecture is to enlarge
recognition and understanding of Korean Buddhism in the international society by clarifying
universality and specialty of Korean Buddhism, which has been congested and incarnated
in Korea without escaping from the original flow of Buddhism based on middle way and
conditioned arising although it was introduced via India and China. Furthermore, it will
search for the sound understanding of Korean culture and philosophy by researching
history and philosophy of Buddhism, which has been the foundation of identity and
recognition frame of Korean people.




BIS2014 HAESH Study of Pureland-Buddhism
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The goal of this class is to deliver lectures on the pure land doctrine and its practicing
method to establish the Buddhist views of the other world, and to instruct the pure land
Buddhist culture.

BIS2015 MatSCiARS] Seon & Contemporary Society
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The searching for the alternative and derection of Seon on the causes of various problems
such as mental problems, environmental crisis, family problems and the conflict between
the rich and the poor.

BIS2017 S wEHrA} History of Buddhist Community
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The History of Buddhist Community is the study of Buddhist communities that worship
Buddha’s thought. The Buddhist community means a group that lives together and pursues
the teachings of Buddha who became enlightened. As the community was established, many
rites and precepts were needed to maintain it, for example, the ritual of practice, the ritual
of repentance, the ritual of abstention and repentance and the precepts for Buddhist monks
and nuns. This class familiarizes students with the development process of Buddhist
communities.

BIS2021 OfH|Z0O} Abhidharma Buddhism
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This course is a general survey of Abhidharma Buddhism. After a breif introduction to its
canonical literature, it deals with the development of Abhidharmamic philosophical systems,
such as the Sarvastivada. This course focuses on investigating the basic concepts of
Abhidharma Buddhism, such as dharma, the consciousness process, karma and rebirth.
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BIS2023 SatMAMY Chinese Seon Thoughts
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The understanding the history and thoughts in Chinese Seon.

BIS2025 HIOFARAF Philosophy of Prajna
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This subject is concerned with the essence of prajna, the process and method of gaining
prajna. While studying it, we read the scriptures and treatises of Mahayana Buddhism
including Prajna Sutra.

BIS2046 S<OA|OEL Southeast Asian Buddhism
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Despite its importance, Southeast Asian Buddhism has received little attention in Korea.
Southeast Asian countries, such as Thailand, Myanmar, Cambodia, Laos, Indonesia, and
Malaysia, have been regarded as national tourist destination and economic trade partners
in South Korea, yet understanding these countires’ Buddhism and culture are very weak
and narrow. In fact, many countries in Southeast Asia can be united into one through
Buddhism, and their Buddhism could be treated as a gateway to understand their society
and culture. This course provides an systematic and coherent understanding of Southeast
Asian Buddhism through diverse lectures on various aspect of Buddhism in Southeast Asia.




BIS2048 St GAL Buddhist K-wave & Samgukyusa
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Numerous Buddhist manuscripts have been discovered at the mountainous areas of
Pakistan and Afghanistan in northwestern India and at desert areas, such as Kotan,
in Central Asia. Ancient and medieval Buddhist texts buried in the ground for more
than 1000-2000 years were newly discovered and coming out into the world of
Buddhist scholarship. These include some of the important early Buddhist tests as
well as Mahayana texts known only in Chinese translations. This course introduces
various Buddhist manuscripts newly discovered in the modern and contemporary
period and offers systematic understanding of Buddhist languages and manuscripts
by examining the language, script, and content in those manuscripts.

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This course explores the subtle and profound dimensions of the mind from a Buddhist
psychological perspective, engaging in dialouge with modern psychology and neuroscience
to expand our understanding of human consciousness and the nature of the self.

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This course examines the principles and theories of various yoga practices from ancient
to modern times and deepens understanding of the yoga tradition through practical training
and experience.
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Jainism has been one of the major sramanic religious traditions in India. This lecture aims
as understanding the historical and doctrinal contents of Jainism through examining various
cultural and religious settings of India and through looking at the Jain's metaphysics,
epistemology and ethics.

Introduction to Sanskrit
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Sanskrit is an essential language for comprehension of Indian Philosophy and Buddhism. In
this class, we are mainly concerned with the alphabets, the rules of pronunciation, the
grammatical structure, and the basic composition of Sanskrit.

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This course explores the meaning and scope of religious studies, examines various
religious phenomena by type—such as doctrine, practice, ritual, views on death, social
perspectives, and cultural dimensions—and investigates the views of humanity and the
world inherent in each religion.

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This course explores Buddhist scriptures that are not easily accessible in their original
form by reading them together in accessible Korean translations. It examines the narrative
structures and mythological characteristics of intriguing episodes found in these texts from
various perspectives, while attempting philosophical and religious interpretations.




BIS2055 H4tAtoZ Meditation A to Z
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This course explores the diverse streams of meditation from their roots in the Buddhist
tradition to their modern expressions, examining their deep interconnections with Buddhist
philosophy, culture, and practice. Through integrated meditation sessions, students engage
in both reflection and direct experience of meditation’s relevance to everyday life.

BIS2056 EHI0|YUZE Introduction to Classical Tibetan
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This course provides an introduction to the script, grammar, and basic vocabulary of
Classical Tibetan. Students will read and interpret short scriptural passages to build the
linguistic foundation essential for Buddhist Studies. Through this process, they will develop
the ability to access primary Tibetan Buddhist texts and ideas.

BIS4002 A&st Study of Buddhist Precepts and Rules
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The Study of Buddhist Precepts and Rules is the study of ethics and norms that Buddhists
should keep. The phrase of ‘precepts and rules'is a conjugation of two words. Precepts
stand for willing ethical disciplines, and rules stand for other-directed norms. The rules are
disciplines of Buddhist communities. As the Buddhist community was established, the rules
represented various disciplines required to maintain order in the community, and those who
violated the rules suffered punishment. The book of rules helps to understand this.
Buddhist precepts and rules play a role in keeping order in Buddhist communities. The
precepts and rules have been variously interpreted and developed by reflecting the sprit
of the times in different periods of history and society. This class provides basic
understanding of Buddhist ethics, society and culture.
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BIS4004 Z3st Philosophy of Madhyamika
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This subject is concerned with the ideological background Nagarjuna's treatises
such as "Madhyamakakarikas are written, their influence on the later Mahayana
Buddhism including Madhyamika and Yogacara school, the history of the
commentaries on Nagarjuna's Madyamakakarikas and aryadeva's [Catusatakaus ,
the thought of the later Madhyamika school that accepted the Yogacara Buddhism,
the relation between the later Madhyamika school and Tibetan Buddhism.

BIS4005 ZEjst Study of Tien-tai
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Study of Tien—tai familiarizes students with the structural characteristics of
Tien-tai established in China, examining the life works and ideas of Tien-tai.

In other words, Korean Buddhism completed the Buddhism
of ‘mix’ and ‘boiling’ while advancing to ‘one vehicle’ or ‘one Mahayana’ Buddhism, which
harmonizes Huayan and Vijnanavada or Chan and Huayan through the sign of ‘nature’ and
‘character’ unlike Indian Buddhism, which established the foundation of Mahayana
Buddhism represented by Madyamika and consciousness-only through the sign of
‘emptiness’ and ‘existence’ or Chinese Buddhism, which founded one vehicle Buddhism of
Tiantai, Huayan, Chan and pure land through the sign of ‘principal’ and ‘affair’. The purpose
of this lecture is to research synthetic and unique character of Korean Buddhism
Philosophy, Korean representative religion, which created ‘one vehicle’ Buddhism beyond
Mahayana being opposite to Hanayana and ‘one Mahayana' Buddhism embracing Mahayana
being denied as an opposite Buddhism of Hanayana.

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Hindu mythology and Literature were not only a source of Hinduism but a great influence on
Buddhism. These myths and literatures have been formed a unique system that can not be
distinguished between the East and the West through religion, philosophy, and culture. It is also the
source of Indian cinema called Bollywood today, as well as Buddhist literature such as Jataka,
Buddhacarita, and Lotus Sutra. Through the myth and literature which are the foundation of religion
and philosophy, this lecture aims to develop the thinking ability that can be used creatively and
applied to today's reason and Buddhism.
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It is a class that develops basic language skills to decipher the early Buddhist scriptures
through the acquisition of English grammar. After selecting a basic sentence, repeat the
practice of understanding it grammatically and grasping the structure of the sentence.

BIS4064 S|X2forg At Introduction to Himalayan Buddhism
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For over a thousand years, Himalayan people preserved a unique form of Buddhism
that was originally “invented” and practiced in ancient India. The hallmark of
Himalayan Buddhist tradition is a gradual approach to meditation, intensive spiritual
practice, and an ethical way living deeply deeply rooted in the teaching of
Mahayana Buddhism, more specifically those of the Madhyamaka and Yogacara. The
course aims to introduce the students knowledge on general Buddhist history,
philosophy, and cultural heritages in Himalayan region in Tibet, Nepal, Bhutan, as
well as in some parts of China and India. This course will provide concrete bases
for better understanding of Buddhism in this broad cultural region and those who
live in it.

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BIS4067 Su2tAl Buddhism and Al
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Currently, the curriculum of Buddhist Studies in Dongguk is largely composed of
Buddhist studies, history and applications, Seon studies, and meditation and so on.
It also adheres to the traditional curriculum of Buddhist traditions in India, China,
Korea, and Tibet in consideration of regional characteristics. While maintaining a
certain part of this traditional framework of Buddhist studies, it is necessary to find
Buddhist talents who have cultivated new curriculum and major skills that meet the
needs of rapidly changing modern society by introducing a new educational method
in line with the Fourth Industrial Revolution.

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Influenced by Buddhist teachings, the popularization of mindfulness—based practices
continues to flourish. This course compares and contrasts traditional and modern
approaches to mindfulness and meditaiton considering the significance culture has
in the interpretation of implementation of these practices.

BIS4070 dOQIEtEW Buddhism in Contemporary India
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This course explores how Buddhism exists and transforms within contemporary
Indian society. It examines Ambedkar’s Buddhist reform movement, Dalit Buddhism,
and the diverse practices and global presence of modern Indian Buddhism. Through
this exploration, students are encouraged to reflect on how Buddhism engages with
questions of justice, equality, and identity in today’s India.




BIS4071 Of2ZAr Understanding of the Tathagatagarbha
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This course introduces the Tathagatagarbha doctrine, which teaches that all
sentient beings inherently possess the nature of Buddhahood. Students will explore
how this idea shaped the development of Mahayana and Seon Buddhism through key
scriptures and philosophical discussions. By comparing its interpretation in India,
China, Korea, and Japan, the course provides a broad understanding of East Asian
Buddhist thought.

BIS4072 ZAZORHESICALS| QAU Buddhist Hermeneutics in Conten?oczr;zg
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This course introduces Buddhist scriptures and commentaries that are difficult to
access in their original form through clear and comprehensible translations. It
examines the intriguing episodes contained within these texts and explores the
extent to which these lessons offer support on contemporary social issues.

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This course examines various methods of Zen meditation and explores suitable and
appropriate practices for university students as they mature into adulthood. It also
includes practical training to cultivate mindfulness and personal growth through
meditation.

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Seon, derived from the Buddhist theory of mind, offers sophisticated psychologies
to guide the way to break free from mental distress. This class enables students
to understand the essence and perspectives of Buddhist psychology by practicing
Seon counseling and studying theory of Seon psychotherapy.

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BIS4075 Zuefutst Religion and Science
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This course explores the differences and commonalities between religion and
science, examining the significance of religion in contemporary society and the
value of religious thought revealed within scientific reasoning from a Buddhist
perspective.

BIS4076 H|CItLML|AFE Veda and Upanisad
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This course introduces the ancient scriptures that form the foundation of Indian
philosophy — the Vedas and the Upanisads. Focusing on the hymns and ritual
worldview of the Vedas and the profound reflections of the Upanisads on the Self
and the Absolute, it explores the intellectual transformation of ancient India.
Students will gain a clear understanding of key philosophical themes such as being,
knowledge, and liberation.

BIS4077 Mgl Buddhism in the West
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This course traces the journey of Buddhism across time and continents, focusing
on its transmission to Europe and the United States and the new forms it has
assumed there. Students examine Buddhism as a living, evolving tradition shaped
by ongoing intercultural exchange.

BIS4078 <UEEuWA} History of Japanese Buddhism
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This course traces the historical reception and development of Japanese Buddhism
across successive periods, emphasizing its istictive features within broader social
and cultural contexts. It futher examines the place and significance of Japanese
Buddhism within the interconnected landscape of East Asian Buddhist traditions.
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This course examines how Early Mahayana Buddhism emerged and developed
through literary, historical, and archaeological sources. By exploring key studies
and diverse interpretations on its origins, the class focuses on understanding the
social and religious dimensions of the early Mahayana movement. Students are
encouraged to reflect on how the rise of the Mahayana transformed the course of

Buddhist history.

The course explores how conservation
science is employed in different mediums such as metal, wood, ceramics, and
painting.

The culmination of the course will result in an
understanding of the distinguishing aspects of Korean architecture which are
reflected in its techniques, theories, and the Korean lifestyle.

Students will practice the basic methods of organizing
and handling archaeological artifacts such as taking measurements, creating
rubbings, and photographing objects. Learned skills will be employed in the form
of small group research projects on a specific topic to be decided in class.

Students study specific examples such as the
Buddhist ceremonies and rituals of Suryukjae and Yeongsanjae, Dancheong painted
decoration of Buddhist structures, and the production of Buddhist paintings in order
to examine the transmission of culture within temples. By considering Buddhist
intangible cultural heritage in connection to tangible examples, students participate
in a program of convergence education on cultural heritage, and develop the
capability of taking a well-rounded approach to researching Buddhist art.

This course is a deliberation of issues regarding the proper conservation and
application of Buddhist cultural heritage. Students conduct in—depth comparative
research on case studies of important temples in Korea and abroad, in addition to
the current applications of intangible and tangible Buddhist cultural heritage as
implemented in cultural institutions. Specific examples include the application and
maintenance of buried cultural property in Buddhist settings, the operation status
of Buddhist museums in temples, and ongoing efforts to digitize Buddhist cultural
heritage.
