It attempts to simulate and implement mental abilities, such as perception, thinking,
reasoning, judgment, and emotion through computer programs, artificial neural
network learning machines, or embodied robot systems. Paying attention to the
connection between artificial intelligence and the philosophy of mind, we clearly
understand the pros and cons of naturalistic and reductionistic approaches to the
mind.

PHI4095 S4tstu} sljAdst Phenomenology and Hermeneutics
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Phenomenology is a philosophy that seeks to understand the essence of things and
states of affairs that appear to consciousness through the special methods of epoc
hé and reductions. Representative phenomenologists include Husserl, Scheler, Heid
egger, Sartre, Merleau—-Ponty, and Levinas. Hermeneutics is a philosophy that studi
es theories and methods of interpretation of experience, text, language, or being.
The ideas of Schleiermacher, Dilthey, Gadamer, and Ricoeur are noteworthy. By m|
eans of recognizing the fundamental characteristics of phenomenology and hermene
utics and also the theoretical continuity and discontinuity between them, we appro
priately understand, practice, and utilize phenomenological and hermeneutical ways
of thinking.
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Philosophy of technology is an emerging field of study that explores not only the
socio—ethical issues arising from technology but also delves into the essence of
human concepts and technology itself. Building upon this philosophy of technology,
posthumanism encompasses two opposing perspectives: one that seeks to
transcend human limitations and become more authentically human throughl
technological advancements, and another that adopts a reflective attitude towards
the traditional concept of humanity in light of technology. Posthumanism aims to
modify, enhance, and expand our understanding of fundamental concepts related to
humanity, nature, and technology based on a philosophical foundation.

PHI4098 AlMg2|st Practical Ethics
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Practical ethics explores specific ethical issues and 1is distinguished from
theoretical ethics, which explores abstract ethical principles. Practical ethics is
distinct from everyday ethical thinking in that it conducts research by mobilizing
abundant knowledge of theoretical ethics, philosophy, and other intellectual
resources of humanity. This course specifically examines actively debated ethical
issues such as the moral status of animals, embryos and fetuses, the disabled, the
gap between rich and poor, the climate crisis, and civil disobedience. Through this
course, you will develop the ability to critically understand the nature of ethical
issues and construct ethical arguments philosophically.

PHI4100 ‘d2|skatFEst Neo-Confucianism and Yangmingism
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In order to understand the compilation process of neo—Confucianism by its
figurehead, Zhu Xi, the course will read texts of the scholars that came before him
and greatly influenced him: Zhou Lianxi, Zhang Zai, Cheng Hao and Cheng Yi. Wang
Yangming who comes after will be compared and contrasted with Zhu Xi for better
interpretation of Confucianism.
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Buddhism and Contemporary
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In contrast to traditional western theology-centered philosophy of religion, this
course, on the basis of the idea of religious pluralism and the methodology of
comparative analysis, explores in an integrative manner some common fundamental
issues that arise from the encounter between Buddhism and contemporary western
philosophy. This encompasses issues of religious language, mind, experience,
value, reality, and truth. Here we can investigate the possibility of new mutual
dialogue and mutual development between Buddhism and contemporary philosophy,
and reach a more profound and balanced perspective on the nature of religion and
religiosity.

PHI4102 <QO|Hz|Ag|=st Political and Social Philosophy
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Political and social philosophy is the application of contemporary philosophical
issues to the political and social realm, exploring theoretical methodologies and
practical alternatives. It explores the theories and arguments of political and social
philosophers such as Hobbes, Locke, Adams, Rousseau, Spinoza, Kant, Hegel, Mill,
and Greene in the early modern period, and the theories, arguments, and major
issues of philosophical currents such as Marxism, existentialism, phenomenology,
hermeneutics, psychoanalysis, critical theory, feminism, structuralism, and
poststructuralism in the 20th and 21st centuries. Topics in political and social
philosophy critically examine philosophical arguments that address the grounds and
implications of the ideological values of political society, such as freedom, equality,
justice, solidarity, life, and resources. This work contributes to the formulation of
normative principles and institutional arrangements appropriate to the realm of
political society.
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In East Asia, distinctive traditions of thought regarding the relationship between
body and mind, and the universe have been established, centered on the three
teachings of Confucianism, Buddhism, and Taoism. Unlike Western metaphysics or
philosophy of mind, Eastern philosophy comprehensively grasps the relationship
between mind and universe under the ultimate goal of organically integrating
theoretical reflection and practical cultivation. This course presents the core
theories and concepts of each tradition—Confucianism, Buddhism, and Taoism—
concerning mind and universe, and critically examines the Western—centered
perspectives that have been prevalent since the modern era from the viewpoint of
Eastern philosophy.

PHI4104 skt Philosophical Counseling
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Philosophical counseling explores the essence of life and problems of human
existence through philosophical thinking. This course deeply reflects on personal
values, identity, and ethical issues, addressing questions of existence, freedom,
happiness, and ethics based on the thoughts of major philosophers. Through
lectures and discussions, it cultivates critical thinking and self-reflection abilities,
emphasizing a practical approach that applies philosophy to daily life beyond
theory, and helps students find meaning in life and make balanced judgments in
complex reality. It is open to all who seek to resolve the spiritual and existential
concerns of modern people and pursue a better life.
