learned in criminal law advocating empirical science.
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This subject deals with basic concepts and theories, such as definition of criminal law, principle of
legality etc., and theories of criminal act, definition of offence, criminal illegality, culpability, attempt,
the principal offence & complicity, criminal sanction, award of punishment and concurrence.
